In architecture, an accolade is an cmbellished arch lfound mogt typically in late Gothig
archilceiure. An accolade is a pointed arch composcd ol two ogee curves, also known
as sigmoid lines. which mirror one another. It can be lormed by a pair ol reverse ogee
curves over a three-centered arch eanding in a vertical finial. The forin can also be
described as the comhbination of a convex arch and a concave arch. An accolade is
usually a decorative molding placed over an opening. The structures are unable to
supporl signilicant loads, so they arc primarily decorative, It has been primarily uscd
over small openings like niches, tombs, windows, and screens as it is ditficult to
construct. The accolade was introduced and was most commonly used during the
Decorated period of Gothic architecture. It was an element of Church architecture in
England from the eleventh to sixteenth century. 'The peak of the accolade’s popularity
was during the thirtcenth century. During the [ourtcenth century, there was an
cvolution in 118 appearance. The [rst accolades in English Gothic architcelure appear
on the crosses constructed by Edward [ in memory of Eleanor of Castile. They are also
used in Gothic goldsmithing as in the shrine of St. Gertrude of Nivelles. which was
originally built in the 13th century. The entrance to Saint-Seine-I'Abbaye is an
accolade. The St. John's Church, and one of its major influences, Strawberry 11l
Iouse, incorporales accolades into ils design. The form was likely imported 1o

England during the Crusades. There exist accolades in the Ottoman style of
architecture, as at the Monastery of St. Constantine on l.ake Apelyon. The accolades,
ot ogee arches, af the Porta der I'iort and the Tesore entrance, have [slamic influences.

A conch house is a style of architecture that developed in Key West, Florida in the
19th century and used into the early 20th century. The stvle was also used in the other
keys and in the Miami area. The intreduction of the conch house style 1s attributed to
immigrants from the Bahamas. The conch house, like other Ilorida vernacular
archilccture styles, is buili ol wood, and sct on posis or picrs, which allowy air {o
circulate under the Noor. Conch houscs are rectangular, ol one or two lloors, and
usually have a porch across the [ull widih ol the front ol the house (both oors 1L the
house has two fleors). Other characteristics are horizontal weatherboarding or
clapboarding. low gabled or hip roofs. and double-hung sash windows. Roofs may be
metal or shingled, Conch housc designs were olien influenced by Classical Revival or
Neoclassical architecture, Other than carved brackets and/or rallier ends on porches,
conch houscs generally lack ornamentation. The conch house siyle was developed in
Kev West by Bahamian immigrants. known as Conchs. Many Bahamians had
experience building boats. and the earliest conch houses were built like boats, using
timber framing. [n the 1880s timber framing was replaced with balloon framing.
Iouses in the conch style were also built in Miami, in particular, in the Coconul Grove
and Ovcrlown neighborhoods. The (erm *conch house’ has been applicd (o houses
built in a variety of stvles in Key West, but the most comimon usage 1s for houses built
in a Bahamian stvle. About half of the historic houses in Key West have been
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classified as being in the Classical Revival style. The Bahamian immigrants in Key
West were accustomed to building houses in the Bahamian clapboard house style.
